These "conditions of contest" shall
be announced at the beginning of each major event. Please be assured that these regulations will be
enforced at this tournament.

+There will be two five minute hospitality breaks in the major pair events; however, these breaks
should not be used as "catch-up rounds" for slow players.

We feel that these regulations add to the enjoyment of the game for most players while maintaining
and preserving the integrity of the game.

All of us on the Tournament Committee are looking forward to seeing you. Certainly there will be
enough activities to keep the most avid bridge player occupied and enthused for these seven days.
